Infant RE Conferences

Claire Clinton and Lucy Still (ASHT at Plashet School) lead 
these sessions which are proving popular with schools 
across Newham.  Sessions or lessons can focus on staff or 
on pupils or a combination of both.

This lesson would model for teachers how to work well 
with pupils to help them become more emotionally 
resilient and enhance their well being. This in turn 
supports pupils to be able to engage with their learning 
effectively in schools.
