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Claire Clinton and Lucy Still (AHT at Plashet School) lead
these sessions which are proving popular with schools
across Newham. Sessions or lessons can focus on staff or
on pupils or a combination of both. Our work with schools
is bespoke.The sessions last from 1 hour to 1.5 hours.
